1. PHARMASAVE SYMPOSIUM 

· Is a recruitment evening for 3rd and 4th year students

· Proposed day: September 23, 24, or 25

· Nadia will be making the hotel reservations for this event

2. FASHION SHOW

· To fundraise for grad

· Proposed date: either 2nd week of September, Wed. October 1st or Thurs. Oct 2nd
(Phollies is the last week of October and Octoberfest is Oct. 17)

· We discussed the following:

Ideas for the show

· Renting a runway is too expensive: instead, we’ll use the existing platforms in the club (That would give us 3 separate stages).  Or we could roll a red carpet down the middle of the club and have that as our catwalk

· give away lootbags from Shoppers Drug Mart?

· Scenes: formalwear, fashion of different decades

· Prof’s should be up there too

· Prof’s can be in the “decades” scene (e.g. 60’s, 70’s)

Location

· “Venue” is a club; not expensive to rent since they make most of their money from drink sales

Stores/clothing

· big chains probably won’t agree; neither will downtown stores

· maybe Espirit, Modrobes, Adidas, Sporting Life

· Labcoats scene (ex: tie-dyed) for fun

· Caution: we have to be very careful with the clothes…any stains need to be dry-cleaned before returning them.  Also, we’d have to pick up the clothes the day before the show, and return them the day after.

Tickets

· we need to sell raffle tickets, with prizes from a sponsor 

· Suggested price: $10 

· Expensive but that can include a drink

· (Drink tickets aren’t allowed, but we can pay in advance for those drinks and have them included in the $10)

Advertising 

· to advertise for the sponsoring clothing stores, we can have the projector flash the Logo of the stores (between scenes)

· as well, the MC will mention the stores

      Decorations

· Minimal: industrial style

Models

· Who? It should NOT just be council members… because people will want to see their friends on stage so the more different people, the better

· BUT if too many people volunteer, that will require auditions which is inconvenient

Issues: Will people go? Will the clothing stores get exposure?

Will clothing stores agree to supply the clothes?  

It’s a ton of work…but will it raise that much money? Will the money raised be worth all that work? Its also time-consuming and we don’t have much time. 

Solutions: 

· We need to think SMALL—Aim for 4 to 10 stores. 

· Also, place more focus that it is a “night out” to get peoples interest.  DELEGATE: we need to split the work so no one is overloaded

· ORGANIZE: as much as possible during summer (scenes/music, setup, tickets, clothes, ads) so that only choreography is left in September

Goals: 1) Call Venue and confirm whether they will support the event . Also, ask if food is allowed (incase we decide to hold a culture show there instead) (SHAL)

2) Call clothing stores for outfits (ARETI?)
3) LENNY: was very impressed with the med-school fashion show…could Lenny look up some details about that show?(ours will be much smaller but the ideas might help)

3. OTHER FUNDRASING IDEA’S

1. Culture Show *can be as a substitute for the fashion show, if clothing stores do not want to give us clothes.
Advantages: we don’t need to rent clothes…(Ex: Indian, Chinese, American, Euro scenes…students can just bring clothes from home)

Each class can pick 2 cultures

Should there be dancing in the show?

Should we sell food?

Where can we hold this?

We need a funny MC for this to work

2. December Party: The problem is that the other years are finished AFTER us, so very few will attend

3. Back to school bash: 

· When: the 1st week back (sep. 11 or 12)

· Where: NADIA will check with Fez Batik, Mint, Sugar, Mink, Montana’s, Club 606, Red Square

· She will let us know which places agreed, then we can vote on the location

· Advertise in the summer mailing
4. Halloween Party – NADIA will try to get this night too

5. Beach volleyball

· At center island? But that’s difficult to reach

· All they need for a tournament is to bring a net 

· Not many people can be involved (last year, there were 6 teams of 6)

8. GRAD issues

· Date: JUNE 12th
· Cheque was dropped off at 4 seasons
· Contract was signed
The first thing we need to decide is a theme…then we can organize tickets.  Suggested: “Last Season Together”

· Tickets should go on sale in OCTOBER at a price of $50 to 75…some debate went on about this initial price but $65 was found to be reasonable. Besides, we can always return the money later
· Main issue: WE NEED MONEY
· 1 host drink, a 3 course meal will cost $25 000….we only have <$10,000
· PLUS we need gifts for grads and faculty; centerpieces, decoration, etc.. (the OT3 grad cost $40 000)
· There’s hope: OT3 got $18 000 from sponsorship.  Our potential sponsors:
LESLIE DAN may donate since it is the 50th anniversary of his graduation
· We can give him a plaque!
· Or even give a painting of him as our graditude gift

PHARMASAVE 

· Has shown interest in grad (they want to help with gifts)

· Ideas: truffles, pen with refillable ink

· But we want money..so we’ll ask for pen (or something) with a donation please!
