1. CULTURE NIGHT

That way, 1st-3rd year students will attend to see their friends, but we won’t have to split the money because we are still leading it.

4.  GRAD

TICKETS:

· Some debate went on about the price of Grad tickets; it was agreed that its better to set prices higher, then return money to our class if our fund-raising does well

· Amount of money from sponsorship is hard to predict

· The OT3 grad turned out to be free because of all the money they raised; this sets precedence for us (Katz and Leslie Dan donated almost $20 000 to them!)

· A price of $65 for early birds; and $70 otherwise, was found to be reasonable

· Don’t bring dates from class ;)

INVITATIONS:

· This year, we’ll have something different; instead of just giving an invitation to those who buy grad tickets, EVERYONE (OT4’s and faculty) will receive a personalized invitation to grad

· Then, you RSVP with a cheque if you are coming and want tickets (like a wedding)

· It adds a nice touch; but what about the added cost?

· Nadia: it won’t be expensive if we just use thick paper and print them ourselves. We can even use the Pharmacy library to cut costs.

FEE:

· UPS representatives (Joyce and George) collected a $15 fee from each of the OT4’S in 2nd and 3rd year; this money should have gone to the OT4 account.  This is because tuition was increased…so they pooled the money and invested this amount…This money could contribute to our grad

· The amount should be around $1500 per year times 2 years (2nd and 3rd year) 

· The problem: although Angela got a cheque into our account for 3rd year, it is not adding up 

· Still, we have money for grad, from the Key, Fundraisers, and corporate sponsorship

4. SOCIAL REP (NADIA)

· Back to school party on Sept. 2nd
· No tickets were printed yet: unless anyone has contacts with a print shop, Nadia will use the pharmacy library to print the tickets around Wednesday (sept. 3rd)

· 1000 people fit in the club (Bauhaus)- 500 tickets will be printed

· Need help selling tickets next week! More details will be sent via email

· Cost: $10 per ticket. It won’t be more expensive at the door, but when selling tickets, please STRESS that there’s a capacity limit, so tell people BUY YOUR TICKETS NOW

· We also need volunteers to man the door: its not open to the public that night, but we can charge at the door anyone who shows up (as long as we’re manning the door)

· OT3’s may also be coming

· COST: was only a $1000 deposit, and if the bar makes $3000, we get our deposit back. So we need to harass people to come!

· TERESA: we need a $1000 cheque for Bauhaus

· The patio will be open

· Line ups may still be an issue, even if people buy tickets in advance
