· Priority will be given to volunteers who are willing to commit at least 2 semesters in the lab. This is important in order to allow for proper training, to encourage greater responsibilities over time, and to learn essential skills for graduate school or other scientific careers. (Please note that Dr. Spielmann will only write letters of recommendation for graduate schools in Psychology for students who have worked at least 2 semesters in the lab.)
· Involvement in the lab is on a volunteer basis, requiring a commitment of 8-10 hours per week. While the scheduling of these hours can be flexible, some availability during regular business hours in required.
· RAs will also be expected to meet on a weekly or bi-weekly basis with Dr. Spielmann, and to attend bi-weekly lab meetings.
